During my journalism career I excelled in reporting on government affairs, ranging from courts to city
councils to state and federal politics. Southern California, at the time I worked there, was one of the hottest
competitive markets for daily newspapers in the nation. Best beat: provided Southern California’s most thor-
ough regional water coverage (encompassing the Southwest United States and Mexico). Most memorable story:
a long-running series on an ancient burial, its government cover-up, and the role it played in stirring national
dialogue on Native America rights and scientific issues. Also oversaw operations of three outlying bureaus for
two different newspapers.
